15) in mind. Groundwater is a major water supply source for residents in Texas, but
groundwater supplies are projected to decrease because of depletion from the
Ogallala Aquifer and the Gulf Coast Aquifer. The article "Underground and Under
Scrutiny" examines the options for keeping the growing number of residents in Texas
supplied with water.
